A single DR20 is capable of reduction to minute
pressures normally requiring 2-stage pressure reduction.

The easy to grip handle, which fits
comfortably in the hand, and a
small-pitch adjusting screw make
it possible to make extremely small
adjustments in the secondary
pressure. The locknut prevents
accidental adjustment.
